EPA Course Synopsis: Planning and Management of Munitions

Purpose:

The purpose of this course is to provide an overview of technical training essential to project
managers involved in the investigation and cleanup of munitions and explosives of concern
(MEC) at ranges that are no longer operational and at closed or closing ammunition sites such as
ammunition depots, storage areas, and manufacturing areas. The training is intended to give
technical project managers enough knowledge of MEC issues to prepare for, plan and conduct a
MEC investigation. The Systematic Planning Process (SPP) is emphasized as a model for project
planning

The main technical focus of this training is the management of the explosive component of
abandoned or fired munitions and the associated soil media (reactive or ignitable in nature). The
investigation of munitions residue is only addressed to the extent that there are issues unique to
these types of chemical residues. The course assumes a basic familiarity with the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), and the Comprehensive, Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA). Although a regulatory framework is provided, the
training focuses on the technical and project management of munitions responses.

Primary Audience:
e Regulatory oversight personnel (e.g., EPA, State, and tribal remedial and removal
project managers).
e Department of Defense and other Federal agency environmental managers, as space
allows.
e Contractor staff supporting specific sites (DoD or other Federal agencies), with the
sponsorship of their agency.

What this course will do:

Provide the range of technical and policy information that allows non-ordnance experts to direct
the investigation and cleanup of ranges and to oversee the development of investigation and
cleanup plans.

What this course will not do:
e Make participants expert in the management of explosives and associated safety
issues. It will make you cognizant of when to call in the experts!
e Equip participants to recognize and handle MEC.
