From Northbound I-5:

< Exit onto Seneca Street (Exit 165), which is a left-lane exit.
< Turn right onto 6t Avenue.

% The Park Place building will be on your right.

< The parking garage entrance is off 6" Avenue on your right.

From Southbound I-5:

Exit onto Union Street (Exit 165B), which is a right-lane exit.
Stay in the left lane of Union Street and turn left at 5 Avenue.
Drive three blocks and turn left on Cherry Street.

Turn left on 61" Avenue.

The Park Place building will be on your right.

The parking garage entrance is off 6" Avenue on your right.
